Importance of the

* Individuals MUST UNDERSTAND the Scriptural definition and
meaning of the WORD “Church,” or ONE could easily be deceived
into spending time on activities that do NOT allow them to fulfill
their purpose or GOD's WILL for their lives!

* Most individuals perceive "the Church” as a building, an organization, or an
institution

* Most individuals do not understand or live as the Ekklesia which is defined
in Scriptures as the Bride and future wife of the Lamb (JESUS CHRIST)
